Chelliah is a source of inspiration to his fellow farmers in his village, Odukkur in Pudukotai District.

He was cultivating only one paddy crop for more than 20 years in
his field. However, his willingness to experiment with new
methods and practices in farming has created huge influence on
other farmers. He used System of Rice Intensification (SRI)
method and reduced the cost of cultivation by Rs. 4,850/- by
avoiding chemical fertilizers. This has resulted further
reduction of the cost by Rs. 7,000/-. The saved money was used
by him to deepen his well by five meters and thus solve his water
problem. By the encouragement of the local SCINDeA
organizers he leveled the land near his well and developed a kitchen garden from where he produces
vegetables to meet his family's daily needs.

Chelliah as an informed person has been able to transform his land & improve the quality of his life.
